Regular Meeting Called to Order/Flag Salute
Commissioner Scott called the Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.

Farmer made a MOTION to accept consent items a through e.  Neatherlin SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED

After review, Neatherlin made a MOTION to accept Action items a, b & c.  Farmer SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED.
Commissioner Reports

Scott attended and reported on the North Mason Community Voice meeting.   She was unable to attend the seminar she had previously planned on going to due to the energy audit being held the same day. 
Farmer attended and reported the Cascade Land Conservancy tree planting event at the Irene Davis reserve, the Belfair Bypass meeting and the Port of Allyn’s energy audit.  

Neatherlin met with Commissioner Ring-Erickson.  He attended a legislative session, the EDC monthly meeting, Habitat for Humanity, North Mason Community Voice, Belfair Bypass meeting, ACA Business meeting and a County Commission meeting.
Public Comment
Rick Lucas of Belfair Marine discussed his experience with parking garage facilities and his ideas for charging for parking at the North Shore boat launch and explained how he could run it independently for a fraction of the revenue it would raise and use the rest of the revenue to improve the launch.  After some discussion and questions, the Board asked him to write a formal proposal with the details so they could review it.

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Executive Director Report

CORRESPONDENCE 
Knight discussed the article in the newspaper about the new businesses opening in Allyn.  KMAS raised their rate to $175/mo. and added a link to the Port’s report on their website.  The official audit report was received and is a clean audit.  Knight is looking into why so much time and money was spent on a routine audit for a small agency.  

CHAMBER

The membership renewal is $105.00.  The Board discussed the Chamber’s push to combine North Mason Chamber with Kitsap.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to continue membership with the Chamber.  Scott SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED.  Farmer abstained from the vote as she didn’t see support for a combined Chamber from people in her district.
The Port of Bremerton is hosting its 1st Annual Jobs Initiative Meeting, April 28th from 10am to 1:30pm at the Bremerton Conference Center.  Neatherlin and Scott expressed interest and may attend with Knight. 

GREEN PORTS

Knight is having difficulty locating information on determining the Port's 'carbon footprint' as requested by Commissioner Scott. She received contact information for a person in Seattle that might be able to help.
BYPASS

Knight attended the DOT meeting regarding the Belfair Bypass and testified that the Port of Allyn supports county planning efforts.  She will continue discussion with Mr. Donahue and Mr. Nedro of DOT.
GRANTS

Knight has not heard anything about the Stormwater Grant as the legislature has not voted on the budget.  The BTOP Computer Center grant applications are being reviewed by the state and the deadline for submittal is Thursday.   

MEETINGS

WPPA Spring meeting is May 12th & 13th at Lake Chelan.  Knight and Farmer will not attend, Scott is not sure and Neatherlin will attend if he can.  The All Ports Meeting will be hosted by the Port of Grapeview on May 19th or 26th.  They would like to hold the meeting at our building.  Knight suggested meeting at their boat launch and then meeting here.  Knight will be meeting April 22nd with the Port of Grapeview Board for a workshop.

NORTHBAY SANITARY SURVEY

Knight handed out copies of the survey to the Board.  Staff has ordered signs for the Allyn Dock to remind people to clean up after their pets and not to feed the birds as this all leads to pollution.  Neatherlin asked if any ports have been successful at getting on the shoreline committee. 
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ALLYN BUSINESS COMMITTEE

The scope of the stage project has been expanded to include a community center.  They are now looking at 6 possible locations other then the Port.  Neatherlin asked if the Port can be involved if it is called a convention center instead of a community center and Knight discussed the tourism aspect and since the scope of it would be larger then just a community center, the Port may be able to help and support it.

Old Business

Patrick Babineaux from PRTPO called Scott and asked if there are any other issues that need to be addressed other then the Belfair Bypass and he is seeking potential speakers for the next meeting.  Scott asked Farmer to get some Cascade Conservancy information so that she could report about the conservancy on her next KMAS report.

New Business

Farmer asked if we need to hire another person for Terry’s position.  Knight stated that so far staff has been able to make up the workload as Berg works more hours then Williams was able to and Dennis is now able to work more hours to make up for Terry.  There is not really room in the budget for another staff person.
Public Comment
Joe Labadie asked about the Mason County Fairgrounds, they were shut down when he went to Arizona.  Their local fairground is successful and he’d like to see Mason County have a successful fairground.

Jeff Carey reported the Allyn Business Committee is planning to focusing on shellfish on the sedond day of Allyn Days.  In addition, the TIPCAP committee may release funds for the trails if the grants come together.  The Stage Committee has given the ACA Board a plan with how it should be constructed.  They are moving forward with finding a location. Neatherlin asked about the WSDOT law suits filed by Allyn businesses.  Farmer discussed her experience and correspondence. Carey requested a copy of the North Bay Case Inlet Sanitary Survey.  He also asked about the grant money the Port has applied for.  Knight clarified that it was for DOH funding to update for the Port's water system plan.

Neatherlin made a MOTION to adjourn the meeting at 9:04pm, Farmer SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED.
