Purpose of the Special Session was to discuss the water system.
Meeting was called to order by Scott at 5:00 pm.
The timeline for the anomaly was discussed.  The Board and staff also discussed details of the last part of the digging which was completed today.  They decided that they need to repeat the original test the engineer had done to see if the anomaly still exists.  Once it is confirmed that the Carey water system is not affecting the Port’s water system, a letter will be given to the Carey’s stating that his system is not affecting the Port’s.  If the pressure issue still exists, it may be possible to have an affidavit that the Carey’s state their system has nothing to do with the Port’s and if something is found at a later date, it will be dealt with then.  The bill for the Carey’s engineers will be discussed at the Regular Port Meeting.  Scott thanked Marty Reynolds for all of his help through this issue.  It was suggested the Board look at the water policy and consider amending it for future issues.  The Board will look at suggested amendments at the next regular meeting.  The Board set a Special Meeting for September 3, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. to approve vouchers.  Scott read a letter from the county that the County is requesting .09 funds for a county wide coordinated water system plan and the comment period ends September 3, 2010.  Commissioners directed Knight to send the county a list of their questions and concerns.
