Regular Meeting Called to Order/Flag Salute
Commissioner Scott called the Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.
Present were Judy Scott, Jean Farmer, and Randy Neatherlin, Commissioners; Bonnie Knight, Executive Director; LeAnn Dennis, Richard Berg & Del Griffey, Port Staff; Arla Sheppard, Belfair Herald; Attny. Ken Ahlf; Jeff Carey, Allyn Community Association.
Consent Items
a. Approval of Minutes of Regular Meeting July 7, 2010
b. Treasurers Report

Farmer made a MOTION to accept consent items a. and b.  Neatherlin SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED

ACTION

After review, Neatherlin made a MOTION to accept Action items a, b & c.  Farmer SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED.
Commissioner Reports

Neatherlin attended the EDC meeting and reported construction industries are up. He reported that Habitat for Humanity will hire an Executive Director, he met with Rep. Fred Finn to discuss how the focus has changed from the Belfair bypass to the possible bridge in Gorst and they discussed Adage.  He attended the school board meeting and worked the Allyn Days booth obtaining about 100 surveys.  He also attended the WPPA Commissioners Seminar which was beneficial, the ACA Business meeting and discussed the trails and proposed seafood festival.
Farmer attended Allyn Days as a spectator.  She attended the WPPA Commissioners Seminar with Neatherlin and Scott.
Scott worked at the Allyn Days booth and helped hand out surveys, attended the WPPA Commissioners Seminar and brought back information to share.  She did the KMAS report about Ports and Cities and some interesting surveys (she passed out copies) on how the entities that got along accomplished more. 

Executive Director Report

TRAILS

Knight received a request from John Keats to send a letter to Maria Cantwell’s office in support of funding for the Land and Water Conservation Fund and forwarded the email to the Board.   Scott would like to draft a letter to sign.  Neatherlin and Farmer would like more time to look at it before signing. 
There will be an ALEA grant presentation Aug. 4th in Olympia and Scott will go.  The WWRP presentation will be later in the month.
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PORT’S AUDIT
Knight reported on a public records request regarding a ‘hotline’ report that the state auditor received about a possible conflict of interest.  She received records from Brian Taylor stating the conflict of interest report was not about the hotel project. Knight passed out copies of the actual report that showed the possible conflict of interested that had been reported was about the contract with Marty Reynolds and fiber lines laid by Jeff Carey.  The auditor stated in his report that there was no conflict of interest found. 
WATER SYSTEM

The proposal from PUD #1 for water system management was not really a proposal, just a list of their rates.  Knight contacted Steve Taylor to ask if the PUD#1 Board and Port Commissioner could to meet to discuss issues.  Farmer would like to look at having PUD #1 manage our water system.  She would like a work session with the other PUD#1 Commissioners to check the water policy, rates and other issues.  Farmer will contact Mr. Taylor from PUD#1 directly.  Neatherlin would like Farmer to put together the addendums that she would like to see for the water policy that she thinks they need to look at.  Scott requested that she also contact Marcus Holman in Silverdale as he is the state association representative and quite knowledgeable.  Farmer agreed to do this also.
PUBLIC RECORDS REQUEST

Harold Carey has requested every record regarding the Port’s water system that ever existed. Knight will organize records and send an index.  The Board asked that Knight work with an attorney due to the reputation of Harold Carey’s Public Records Requests with other agencies. Attorney Ken Ahlf attended the meeting.   Commissioners asked him how we should handle e-mails and he replied that Commissioners can either print theirs or supply a disk with everything on their hard drives so it will be in one place.  Try to categorize it so it will be accessible.   Jeff Carey asked if there was an index and Knight replied that there is an old one but nothing current, but the staff will try to put one together by subject.  
ALL PORTS MEETING

The next All Ports Meeting will be held August 24th in Shelton.  Farmer doesn’t think she can make it, Scott will be at the training seminar and Neatherlin won’t be able to be there.  Knight will let the Port of Shelton know.

SEMINAR

The Department of Commerce gave Scott a scholarship for half the price of the economic development training course.  Neatherlin made a MOTION that the Port pay half of the remaining balance of $450 for tuition, a total of $225.  Farmer SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED.  Knight described the course to the Board and audience. 

Old Business

BALLOT BOX

Carey will have April Myers put an article in the North Bay Review that there is now a ballot drop box in front of the Port of Allyn Administrative Building.  Knight will supply a photo.

TREES 

Ken has not cut the dead trees in the park, he stopped by the office and it was decided they should wait until after Allyn Days. 
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New Business

YERAC letter was read by Scott requesting reimbursement for Carey’s engineer’s fees for the testing on the water system anomaly.  Neatherlin asked if the whole issue had been resolved yet.  Carey discussed some issues and Berg discussed the timeline that had been submitted to the state.  There was discussion about the timeline and future policy and how anomalies should be dealt with.  The Board has no problem paying Carey’s bill but not until the whole issue is resolved.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to direct Knight to do whatever is necessary to be done with this issue and to get bids to complete it as soon as possible as cheaply as possible and provide Farmer with copies.  Farmer SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED.   Neatherlin made a MOTION that if YERAC is found to have no connection with the anomaly, the Port will send a letter stating that there was nothing found and copies will be sent to all agencies involved.  Farmer SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED. After some more discussion it was hoped it should be cleared up within two weeks.
There was a report in the local newspaper that Dick Berg now works for Belfair Water District.  This is incorrect, Belfair Water District Commissioners voted on that BEFORE ANYONE had discussed that with Berg or Knight and it was clarified that Berg does NOT work for Belfair Water District in any way.
Public Comment
Ken Wilson wanted to know if anyone from the Port will be attending the grant presentation.  Knight clarified that it would only be a presentation and question period and no one other then the presenter would be able to testify.  Berg and Rob Drexler are working on removable power that will be more cost effective for Allyn Days.  The ACA reported they used about 75 chairs and the wind barriers and would like the Port to figure out fees.  The arbors need to be replaced and the roses are being invaded by other plants. The drainage around the gazebo is another issue that is difficult to resolve with the shoreline issues, Knight would like to plant another Western Red Cedar as it has helped another area in the park. Other options were discussed.  Knight also handed out the “thank you” from LeRoy Jesfield for the chalk art contest that was held at Allyn Days.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to hold the chalk contest annually.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.  Carey will have it put in the North Bay Review.
Meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
