MINUTES

Regular Meeting Called to Order/Flag Salute
Commissioner Scott called the Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.

Present were Judy Scott, Jean Farmer, and Randy Neatherlin, Commissioners; Bonnie Knight, Executive Director; LeAnn Dennis & Del Griffey, Port Staff; Jeff Carey, Allyn Community Association; Arla Sheppard, Belfair Herald; Kay Massey, Hosp. Dist. Commissioner; Don Stacy and Barry Fischer, Allyn Community.
Consent Items

Neatherlin made a MOTION to accept consent items a, b, c & d.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.
ACTION

After review, Farmer made a MOTION to accept Action items a, b & c.  Neatherlin SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED.
Commissioner Reports

Neatherlin attended and reported on the County Planning Commission meeting, Habitat for Humanity, Allyn Community Association Business Group, the North Mason Chamber Gala and the public meeting in Shelton concerning Adage.
Farmer reported she had a busy month.  She attended the Allyn Community Association breakfast meeting, went to a legislative event and talked with Senator Tim Sheldon and others, the North Mason Chamber Gala, the Allyn Community fundraiser at the Victor Hall and will attend the EDC luncheon and Grapeview Crab Feed.

Scott attended and reported on the Belfair Business Recruitment Group, the North Mason Chamber Gala and has been checking the pay boxes at the North Shore facilities.
Presentation
Knight showed a video that aired on TVW television that tells about Washington Ports; what they do, how they are formed & different ways they are involved in economic development (through tourism and industrial parks).
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Executive Director Report
FOREIGN TRADE ZONE
The Port of Olympia requested that the Port of Allyn be a part of their foreign trade zone.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to support joining the Port of Olympia’s foreign trade zone area.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.

Dennis reported that she is in the process of having the vessel that sank at the North Shore Dock declared derelict and will work with DNR to have the vessel removed.

GRANT

RCO contacted Knight and requested information indicating that the grant we applied for is still being considered.

PUBLIC RECORDS REQUEST

Knight reported that Jeff Carey reviewed more paper records pertaining to Harold Carey’s public records request and he told Dennis that his review is complete.  If the Careys need additional records, they may submit a new public records request.  Dennis is drafting a closing letter to Harold Carey for his public records request #20100802-02.   
KAYAK PARK

The 80 year old rock retaining wall at the Kayak Park is in need of repair.  Frank Merrill will work with Margie Shirato of WDFW to determine what can be done and what permits are needed.  He will also give us a bid for repair of the concrete sidewalk on the west side of the building. We will get other bids as well.
MISCELLANEOUS

Neatherlin, Scott and Knight will be attending the Washington Economic Development Association seminar.

Ken Vanbuskirk removed the dead tree in the park.  He cannot remove the poplar tree that was damaged in the storm as it is too large.  Knight will follow up and get the tree removed.
2010 W-2’s have been completed and been sent to employees, and reports have been filed. 
Mason County Garbage is increasing their rate by 4%.  Knight will review what has been budgeted for them.

Knight has not gotten any word on the All Ports Meeting.  The Port of Allyn can set a meeting date and host it.

Neatherlin, Scott, Farmer and Knight have been registered for the EDC annual luncheon.

Dennis is working on the contract with Parks and Recreation for reimbursement of expenses and/or replacement of pump out units on the docks.
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The Board would like Dennis to call the sheriff again about the boat anchored in Case Inlet and call the Health Department about possible dumping of waste.  Farmer reported that the vessel has no current license or registration.

At 7:45 the Regular Meeting was recessed and Commissioners went into Executive Session to discuss  possible land acquisition.  Estimated time was15 minutes. At 8:00 the Board reported the session was being extended by 5 minutes. 

At 8:06 the Executive Session was adjourned and the Regular Meeting was reconvened. 
WPPA

The Port’s Centennial Legislative Day has been scheduled for March 14, 2011.  Dennis will register those who plan to attend.
RESOLUTION #322

Knight recommended the Port adopt a policy and procedure for litigation defense.  After reviewing the draft, Farmer made a MOTION to adopt Resolution #322.  Neatherlin SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.

After further consideration Neatherlin was uncomfortable with wording in the 5th paragraph stating that “the Board shall refer the matter to the District’s attorney” as it pertains to volunteers.  He preferred the word ‘will’.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to amend Resolution #322 to read “the Board will refer the matter to the District’s attorney” to give the Board discretion regarding volunteers.  MOTION died for lack of a SECOND.  It was suggested that they remove the word volunteer rather than changing the requirement to refer a legal matter to the Port’s attorney. Knight will check with the Port’s insurance company and/or attorney regarding the wording. 
CORRESPONDENCE

Enduris is requesting support for a legislative bill that would maintain oversight of insurance pools at OFM (Office of Financial Management).  If oversight is transferred to the Insurance Commission Enduris will likely have to charge more.  Knight trusts OFM as she has worked with them a number of years.  The Board authorized Knight to provide a letter of support.
Knight is attending the WWRC reception.  Scott will check and see if she is available to attend also.

This year is the Port of Allyn’s 90th Anniversary.  Knight will look into possible ways to promote that, maybe a banner and presentation for the festivals.
REDISTRICTING

Knight explained the current numbers of registered voters within each of the commissioner districts.  With census numbers coming up, the current numbers will change and the boundaries will need to change accordingly to keep the number of voters in each district balanced.  Farmer talked with Karen Herr and was informed that the new boundaries are due by December 2011.  Farmer also talked with a county commissioner who stated the current numbers are old.  The County feels there is no urgency so 
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boundaries won’t be reset until current census numbers are provided.  Scott and Neatherlin think it is important to let the public know that redistricting will happen as Farmer’s district will likely be affected by the change and the new boundaries should be in place before the filing date in June.  Legislation has been proposed that would change how many voters will be allowed in each district and that will have an effect on where the new boundaries will be. 

Old Business

Support letters for Department of Natural Resources maintenance and operations grants are ready.  Neatherlin made a MOTION for the chair to sign the letters once printed on letterhead.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.
New Business

Farmer presented a booklet “Mason County Community Health Report Card” and was wondering if there was a way to include its results with our survey results.  Scott and Neatherlin said a reference could be included with survey data but the Port couldn’t take on the responsibility of distributing the information. 
Knight provided copies of a letter Jeff Carey wrote and the Board reviewed it.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Neatherlin asked Jeff Carey to clarify what he was actually asking for in his letter.  Jeff clarified that he wanted to write down his concerns with the water line and the work the Port is doing on their waterline.  Commissioners will have a work session to get an update on the water system.  No date was set.

Kay Massey invited commissioners to attend a seminar hosted by the Hospital District on the open public meetings act, public records and records retention and the public is invited. 

A Special Meeting was set for February 17, 2011 from 2 to 4pm for the purpose of having an Executive Session to discuss possible land acquisition.
Meeting was adjourned at 10:00 pm.
