Regular Meeting Called to Order/Flag Salute
Commissioner Scott called the Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.

Neatherlin made a MOTION to accept consent items a, b & c.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.

After review, Farmer made a MOTION to accept Action items a, b & c.  Neatherlin SECONDED, MOTION CARRIED.
Commissioner Reports

Farmer attended the Port’s special meeting, and the ACA breakfast.  
Neatherlin attended and reported on the WEDA Conference, North Mason Community Voice, the open public meetings training sponsored by the Hospital District, Chamber and EDC meetings.
Scott attended and reported on the EDC Annual meeting, WWRC legislative Day, Public Official Training and the historic society meeting regarding the Sargent’s Oyster Plant, and DNR meetings. 
Neatherlin reported that there is a process for turning Bio Mass into diesel so no emissions and no EPA required.

Guest Speaker

At the request of Commissioner Farmer Mason County Auditor Karen Herr attended the meeting to talk about the process the county will use for redistricting.  She discussed the county’s position.  The census data is not in yet, but is expected around the first of April.  Redistricting must be implemented by May 6th in order to be included in this year’s elections or it will have to wait until after November 8th . RCW 53 for Ports states redistricting can be done more often and according to Commissioner Neatherlin, the Secretary of State has a different interpretation then the auditors. There is a need to work together with all concerned.  
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ALLYN DOCK DAMAGE

Knight reported on damage done to the dock and finger pier, by winter storms. The insurance company has been notified and has been out to estimate the damage and all but $1,000 will be covered by insurance.  Several companies have been out to look at it.  The whole thing must be replaced, including power lines, conduit, and some piling needs to be replaced with steel piling. Bids are being accepted for the pier repair.

Knight reported that bids are also being taken for repair of the sidewalk in front of the administration building.  
New Business

PORT LEGISLATIVE DAY & 100TH ANNIVERSARY

The Port received three extra invitations for the 100th anniversary celebration of ports in Washington, which is to be held on March 11, 2011, in Olympia and it was suggested that these be given to former Port officials.
SARGENT’S OYSTER PLANT

Neatherlin stated that there seems to be some confusion regarding this project and the trails project. There are currently plans to raze the Sargent's Oyster Processing Plant.  The Historical Society is interested in the possibility of preserving it, with the idea that it could be used as a local attraction offering shell fish demonstrations and serve as a visitor center.   Scott attended a meeting the group had to discuss options.  Del Griffey is currently looking for information on the history of the plant.  The property is owned by the state and a grant has been awarded to Puget Sound Salmon Enhancement to remove the building and wall and restore it to a natural state.  This project is not related to the trail project.  The commissioners are in full support of the trail Knight will write a letter restating their support of the trail project.
RESOLUTION #322 
No contact has been received from the attorney's office in regard to insurance coverage of volunteers, phone calls and E-mails have gone unanswered.
TOURISM

Knight reported that the state tourism office is being closed due to budget cuts and the Port of Seattle and private entities are having a meeting to try to continue tourism promotion of the state. There will be a meeting at Sea-Tac on Thursday March 31 2011 to determine interest and participation of others. Scott and Knight will attend.  

Commissioners set a tentative date for an ‘All Ports’ meeting on April 13, at 5pm.  Knight will check with other Ports to see if this date would work for them.

Frank Merrill of Jesfield Construction is working on a plan for repair of the rock wall at the Kayak Park.
Dennis is working with the state to process paperwork for removal of the sunken boat at the North Shore Facility.

Different options for linking up to web sites, Chamber, and promoting local businesses were suggested.  Water quality of North Bay was discussed and Neatherlin asked if we could get more information on setting up a Shellfish Protection area. Knight will follow up.   Knight reported that she has not been able to get more information from the conservation district on storm water runoff in the park but will continue to pursue this. They discussed the possibility of moving the fence on SR3 in further from the road to provide more parking.  Commissioners would like to see a concentrated effort to actively  market local businesses and want to have local businesses listed on the Port’s website.  Staff will work on this.  













Pubic Comments
Plans are moving ahead for the first annual Geoduck Festival in Allyn with events to be held in the park.  Taylor Shellfish is donating approximately $ 6000 in discounts on food.  This is a one day only event.  Businesses, educational and other organizations could also be involved.  A suggestion was made to hold a meeting and or a work session involving community members in regards to redistricting.  
Commissioners authorized Knight to serve as liaison between the Port and Historical Society regarding the Sargent property.  Karen and Don Leach requested that their business be included when there is a request for local caterers to serve at various functions held at the gazebo and park.  A list of local purveyors will be put together with all local businesses who are interested.     
Meeting was adjourned at 10:00 pm.
