Commissioner Reports

Neatherlin attended and reported on the following meeting; EDC, ACA Business meeting, County Planning Commission meeting where the proposed impact fees to be charged on new construction for the school district was sent back to the community for more input, the Port of Bremerton Jobs Initiative meeting, Habitat for Humanity and the North Mason Community Voice meeting. He reported that the Chamber Government Affairs Committee is getting together again.
Farmer attended the Tahuya Community dinner and the North Mason Community Voice meeting.

Scott attended the PRTPO meeting and handed out information she received there.  She negotiated with KMAS to keep our monthly payment to $150.00.  She also attended the Port of Bremerton Jobs Initiative meeting and shared pamphlets she received. She provided copies of emails sent to and from Brian Peterson that went to a select group of local people and discussed his suggestions to bring new business to the area.  She also had a chance to talk to Christine Reeves who works with Patty Murray and discussed some of the Ports projects we are working on.

WATER RIGHTS

Commissioner Scott read correspondence from the Department of Ecology announcing the Port of Allyn Water Rights have been approved and are in the final 30 days of the appeal process.  Will do a press release after the final 30 day period has passed. 
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Executive Director Report

RESOLUTION #329
Knight reported that the interfund loan for $57,000 to the water fund has not been fully used yet and recommended that the first payment be deferred to 2011.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to adopt Resolution #329 deferring start date for repayment of the interfund loan previously approved in resolution #322 until April 2011.  Farmer SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED.

GRANTS

Resolution #323 and #324 authorizing application for grant funding to obtain the Eberhart/Seymour Property are still in effect but Knight would like a current motion to proceed with a new grant request.  Neatherlin made a MOTION for Knight to move forward with a new grant applicatin.  Farmer SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED.  Resolution #325 requesting that Mason County transfer jurisdiction of Eberhart Street to the Port was discussed but Commissioners felt no action was required at this time.
Knight discussed the necessity for the Port to have a generator with Marty Best, Director of Emergency Management for Mason County.  He needs to know the size, if it should be diesel or gas and if it should be portable or permanent and he will try to help locate a used one for the Port. Dick Berg suggested it be a 10 Kw generator, diesel and permanent.

Knight handed out correspondence from Ken Ahlf regarding Washington Water System.

MEETINGS

The next All Ports meeting will be hosted by the Port of Grapeview and at the Port of Allyn meeting room on May 26th at 6pm.
Due to upcoming holidays two meetings regular meetings were rescheduled. Neatherlin MOVED that the July meeting be held July 7th rather than the 5th.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.
