September 13, 2010
MINUTES

Regular Meeting Called to Order/Flag Salute
Commissioner Scott called the Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.
Present were Judy Scott, Jean Farmer, and Randy Neatherlin, Commissioners; Bonnie Knight, Executive Director; LeAnn Dennis, Dick Berg and Del Griffey, staff; and Dave Tipton Belfair Water District; Jeff and Debi Carey, Allyn; Dan Griffey, C & C Engineering and Arla Sheppard, Belfair Herald.
Due to Farmer’s need to leave the meeting early, Farmer made a MOTION to move agenda item 6. New Business a and b to the top of the agenda.  Neatherlin SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED.

New Business

The Board reviewed the Draft water rate proposal.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to adopt the Draft as a work in progress.  Farmer SECONDED.  After discussion and agreement Neatherlin amended the original MOTION and removed the third paragraph on page one of the Draft, regarding charging for holding water connections for future use, as it had been resolved in prior board action.  MOTION CARRIED.
Farmer would like to discuss the addendum to the water policy at a later date due to her necessity to leave the meeting early and she did not have the paperwork to present her proposed changes.  Farmer made a MOTION to hold a Public Hearing on rates at 6:00 pm prior to the Regular Meeting of October 4, 2010.  Neatherlin SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED.
Consent Items
Neatherlin made a MOTION to accept consent items c & d Approval of Special Meeting Minutes September 3, 2010 and the Treasurers Report and to pull items a & b, approval of minutes of Regular Meeting August 2, 2010 and approval of Special Meeting Minutes August 18, 2010 for further discussion. Farmer SECONDED. MOTION CARRIED.  
There was brief discussion regarding a possible change regarding Ken Wilson attending a meeting but no change was made to the minutes. In the minutes of the August 18th, 2010 meeting first paragraph, fifth sentence regarding signing of an affidavit, Neatherlin believed it should read ‘letter’ not “affidavit”.  After discussion MOTION was made by Neatherlin SECONDED by Farmer to approve the minutes of the August 2, 2010 Regular Meeting and the August 18, 2010 Special Meeting with the wording to read letter/affidavit. Farmer took issue with the last sentence of the minutes of the August 18th meeting regarding the Coordinated Water System Plan, which stated “Commissioners directed Knight to send the County a list of their questions and concerns”.  Neatherlin withdrew his original motion.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to accept minutes of the August 2, 2010 Regular Meeting.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.  Commissioners Neatherlin and Scott stated that the sentence was accurate as written.  After discussion, MOTION was made by Neatherlin to table minutes of August 18, 2010 meeting until transcription tape is reviewed by Dennis.  Farmer SECONDED.  MOTION CARRIED.
Minutes 
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Commissioner Reports

Scott gave an overview about what she learned at the Northwest Economic Training Course and she shared information (handouts). 
Neatherlin reported that the last test for the water system found no anomalies.  He attended the grant presentation for the trails.  At the Taste of Hood Canal, he handed out more surveys.  He also attended and reported on the Voice meeting, the EDC meeting, the All Ports meeting and a Planning Commission meeting.
Executive Director Report

ALL PORTS MEETING

Knight attended the All Ports Meeting and discussed common water issues.   
GRANT

Knight went to Olympia and gave the presentation to RCO.  The port is not in the running for the ALEA grant but we may be for the RCO grant.  Knight recommends that all three commissioners attend the RCO Board meeting because they will be able to give testimony in support of our application. Knight will inform the Board of the date.

NOTARY

LeAnn Dennis is in the process of applying for appointment as a Notary Public. It has become an issue with the Allyn Branch of Kitsap Bank having such limited service and it will be closing in December.

SMALL PORTS

The WPPA Small Ports Seminar is October 21 and 22 in Leavenworth and since it only costs $50.00 to register the whole port all staff will attend.  Knight made reservations for the hotel.  Berg will benefit from the public works special training.  Dennis will take care of WPPA registrations.
Old Business

The letter of request for reimbursement for the invoice billed to YERAC by Jeff Carey’s engineer was discussed.  Neatherlin made a MOTION to reimburse Jeff Carey up to $1,500 for C & C Engineering costs. Scott SECONDED.  MOTION CARIIED.  Carey will submit an additional invoice for the second test with a letter requesting reimbursement.  Dan Budsberg of C & C Engineering described the second test results and his conclusions about the anomaly.  Knight wrote a letter stating the entities found no intertie.  She sent it to “Mason County Department of Ecology” which was corrected to read “Mason County Department of Health”.

New Business

PUBLIC RECORDS REQUEST

The first installment of records was made available to Harold Carey and he and Jeff Carey began reviewing them.  Staff is working on the next installment of records for them.
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Public Comment

The ACA may hold a seafood/goeduck festival June 4, 2011.  Carey is concerned about the drainage in the park at that time of year.  The Port will look at what can be done with the limited funds available without impacting the water.  It may be possible for the conservation group to help and Knight will contact them to see if they can plan a rain garden to help with drainage. The subject will be placed on the next regular meeting agenda.
Marty’s Music in Allyn is planning a Harvest Festival October 30, 2010 in the gazebo.  Berg reported the wind barriers are working well.  Dennis will reserve the gazebo.  The Music in the Park series that Marty put on this summer was very successful and he wants to do it again next summer. 
Neatherlin thanked Belfair Water District for their help with the waterline work, the cost would have been much more had the Port used other options.  Tipton reported he gave Dennis a Public Records Request.  He read e-mail correspondence and blogs that Farmer had posted regarding Belfair Water district.  He felt it was not appropriate for one government agency to make such negative public comments against another government agency.  Neatherlin and Scott made it clear that those were the thoughts of one individual and did not reflect the opinions of the other two commissioners, nor was it the position of the Port district.  They both stated that they support Belfair Water District and regardless of problems they are having right now it is critical infrastructure for the future development of Belfair and it is crucial that it not be destroyed.
